Every Child Ready to Read

Our storytimes are designed to help young children
acquire the skills they need to start school ready to
learn. We emphasize these six pre-literacy skills at
storytime and use research-based best practices to help
children learn them through fun activities.

Narrative skills — being able to describe things and
events and tell stories.

Vocabulary — knowing the names of things.

Phonological awareness — being able to hear and
play with the smaller sounds in words.

Print awareness — noticing print and how it works,
knowing about books and following words on a page.

Letter knowledge — knowing letters have names and
sounds, and being able to recognize upper and lower
case.

Print motivation — being interested in and enjoying
books.
